WATER
-FEB Monthly Operating Report and sample results submitted – 3/5/26, MAR 26 bacti sample – 3/9/26
-Water meters installed to date – 142
-Spicer has received usage data and additional field-verified valve data to complete the WRS (Water Rate Study) that must be done every 10 years, mandated by the State of Michigan
-Attended the MRWA Annual training conference.
-Past Consumer Confidence Reports added to the website
-2025 Pumpage, Service Line Material, and Cross Connection Reports submitted 3/25/26
-ERP (Emergency Response Plan) updated and submitted 3/30/26
-AT&T antenna upgrade paperwork completed and signed off on for them to continue with the project.

WASTEWATER
-Discharge 3/21 – 3/25 DMR submitted – no spring DMR due until 4/20
-Transferring/Treating (Pond 2 to 3) at lagoon to prep for next discharge (Started transfer 3/30/26) 
-Lagoon fencing needs repairs.  We have made some repairs; more work is needed.  Some trees have been removed from the creek and the fence line.  A hole in the discharge pipe to the creek is suspected; further investigation is needed
-NuSystems (Clearbrooke) – installed H2S/Odor reduction system both in Perrinton and Middleton started treatment 3/26/26.  John noted an improvement has already been observed.
-(2) 3” rain events (3/10/26 and 3/15/26) caused multiple issues at sanitary pumping stations, which resulted in overnight call-ins and extended daily hours monitoring those pumping stations

-McKearney to repaint parking lines with better weather after the last paint failed

Julie indicated that the new swings & slide could be ordered at any time.

OLD BUSINESS
Janell mentioned that there is still an opening to be the Village of Perrinton Representative for the Gratiot County Dispatch. 

Janell informed the council that the attorney has information on the sewer system ownership (Pond #3) and that they are requesting additional information. Julie will look for this information if it is available.


NEW BUSINESS
The Comptroller requested clarification regarding the application of Ready to Serve fees for certain properties. Council discussed the matter and provided general criteria for determining responsible parties. The President indicated that a formal motion will be presented at the next meeting.
