REGULAR MEETING 

November 4, 2024 

 

 The Ashland City Council met for a Regular Meeting on Monday, November 4, 2024 at 5:30 P.M. in the 

Ashland City Hall Auditorium with Mayor Larry J. Fetner presiding. Council Members present were Dianne
