Clean up day pickup rules: 

• All items within 5 feet of the street 

will be taken. 

• All small, loose items and paper 

items must be contained. 

• Tree limbs must be less than 3inch-

es in diameter and 4 feet in length 

and must be bundled. 

• NO grass clippings. 

• Carpets/Rugs/Padding must be less 

than 4 ft in length and must be tied 

into bundles one person can lift.  

• Empty paint cans must have lids 

removed 

• ALL refrigerators, freezers, air con-

ditioners, and dehumidifiers must 

have all Freon professionally removed 

and certified. 

• One of each appliance/piece of fur-

niture per household (example: 1 

couch, 1 chair, 1 washer, 1 dryer, 

etc…) 

• No boxed items in case of 

rain.  

• Items MUST BE able to be 

picked up by 2 people. 

Items that WILL NOT be 

taken: 

Liquid paint, any liquids, haz-

ardous/infectious/toxic mate-

rials, construction or demoli-

tion materials, grass, dirt, sod, 

stones, ashes, concrete, tires, 

excrement, solvents, paint 

thinners, oil, containers hold-

ing liquid gas, paints, or kero-

sene, car parts or batteries, 

televisions, computers and 

computer equipment, items 

over 5 feet in length or over 

75 pounds (except furniture).  

The final decision to accept/

decline items or amounts will 

be at the discretion of the 

garbage collector. 

 

In order to ensure an orderly collec-

tion, clean up days will take place on 

two separate days for different parts 

of town. Please be sure to note your  

location and date. If your part of town 

is not scheduled for clean up day, reg-

ular garbage collection will continue 

that day.

Driveway Permits               
Any resident construct-

ing or reconstructing a 

driveway is required to 

obtain a permit BEFORE 

beginning work.  

(Examples: Building a 

new driveway, widening 

an existing driveway, re-

paving an asphalt drive-

way, etc.) 

 

The permit application 

may be obtained from 

the borough secretary or 

the borough website.  

 

Please allow at least 

three weeks for the bor-

ough to review and ap-

prove the application.  

 

Please be aware that the 

borough engineer may 

be involved in inspecting 

the site and approving 

the application. 

 

The borough police department would like to 

remind residents to call the police to report 

issues. 

 

An increasing number of issues are being re-

ported on social media and not to the police.

scale, you must obtain a permit 

from Fire Chief Mike Aikins who 

can be reached at 724-845-8507. 

There is no permit fee, but the 

permit will be issued for a specific 

day and time.

The borough contracts with 

Bankosh Sanitation every 

Tuesday. Please take note of 

the following regulations/

requirements. 

• Each residence is limited 

to 3 thirty (30) gallon   

garbage bags.  

• Anyone with additional 

garbage must contact 

Bankosh at (724) 461-

4185 to pay for and ob-

tain stickers allowing for 

extra garbage. 

• Please place garbage at 

the street on Monday 

night, Bankosh starts early 

on Tuesday. 

• The garbage collector has 

final discretion over what 

they collect. 

As a reminder to all residents, 

the following regulations apply 

when burning in the borough. 

 

• ONLY WOOD or WOOD 

PRODUCTS (ex: boxes or 

paper) may be burned. 

• No burning between dusk 

and dawn. All fires must be 

completely extinguished (no 

smoking or smoldering) by 

sunset. 

• Only cooking fires (those for 

picnics or cookouts) may 

burn on Sundays and Mon-

days. NO garbage fires on 

Sundays or Mondays. 

• DO NOT burn tires. 

• You must burn in a non-

combustible container with 

a screen on top. No open 

pits.

It is illegal to discharge grass, 

leaves, snow, or any other 

yard waste into the street. 

These discharges create haz-

ards for those using the 

streets, including pedestri-

ans, bicyclists, and motorcy-

clists. Additionally, these dis-

charges can cause the storm 

sewer system to clog. 

 

As an additional reminder, 

grass in the borough must be 

maintained, with a maximum 

height of six inches.  

 

Finally,  it is the property own-

er’s responsibility to maintain 

any and all trees or bushes

next to the roadway. Bushes 

should not grow over any part 

of the road. By ordinance, 

trees growing over the road-

way must be trimmed to a 

height of 14 feet above the 

road. The borough crew may 

trim trees in violation of this 

ordinance. 
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If any resident sells their house, it 

must be dye tested to prove it is not 

improperly connected to the sewer 

system. If a dye test is not provided, 

a municipal lien letter will not be 

issued. 

The dye test MUST be done by a 

borough authorized plumber, listed 

below. The test will not be accepted 

if it comes from another plumber.

A reminder that within the borough, it is 

illegal to store any junked, abandoned, or 

discarded vehicle, trailer, boat, appliance, 

or household furnishing on public or  

private property in the borough. 

 

For example, any item that rests for 96 

hours or more and is inoperable, without 

a current registration, without an       

inspection, or in an unusable condition. 

It is illegal to operate a dirt bike, quad, or 

other non-street legal vehicle on        

borough streets.   

 

If you witness any such vehicle on the 

street please get a description and call 

the police non-emergency number (724-

845-2379).
