Steve Toller from Baker Tilly presented this discussion regarding consideration of  
taking the next steps on restructuring the City’s business license program. Potential 
steps would be to review the existing licensing structure, compare Scotts Valley to 
similar agencies, preview principles, review alternative tax models for consideration and 
next steps. Business licenses are considered taxes and therefore changes to the 
current structure would require approval of the voters. The next ballot would be 
November 2024, which would require the election documents to be approved by Council 
by the beginning of August 2024.
