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the waiver of fees associated with the use of existing electrical outlets at the Vietham Veterans Memorial
and Purple Heart Memorial for annual veterans observances; and
WHEREAS, subsequent review by the City Attorney determined that the City’s electric utility bond
ordinance governs the provision of electric service; and
WHEREAS, Section 10 of Ordinance 1417 provides that no free service or use of the electric system, or
service at less than cost, may be furnished to any person, firm, corporation, public or private agency, or
the City itself; and
WHEREAS, the portion of Resolution 2026-53 requesting a waiver of electrical usage fees would
constitute free electric service and is therefore not permitted under the ordinance;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Wyandotte City Council hereby rescinds Resolution
2026-53, adopted March 9, 2026.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the appropriate City officials shall notify the necessary parties that
the request for free electric service cannot be accommodated in accordance with Section 10 of Ordinance
1417.

FIRST & FINAL #1560
AN ORDINANCE SETTING THE SALARY FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF LEGAL AFFAIRS
THE CITY OF WYANDOTTE ORDAINS:
Section 1. Salary for Department of Legal Affairs.
The salary for the law firm of Thomas A. Kuzmiak, P.L.L.C. as the Department of Legal Affairs for the
City of Wyandotte shall be at a yearly salary of $114,500 dollars to cover the period from April 20, 2026
to April 19, 2028. In addition, the law firm shall be reimbursed for miscellaneous costs and expenses
incurred when acting as legal counsel for the City of Wyandotte.
Section 2. Severability.
All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict herein are hereby repealed, only to the extent necessary
to give this Ordinance full force and effect.
Section 3. Effective Date.
This ordinance shall take immediate effect. This ordinance is deemed necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, property, health, safety and for providing for the usual daily operation of
the city. This ordinance shall be published in a newspaper generally circulated in the City of Wyandotte
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within ten (10) days after adoption. The ordinance shall designate the location in the city where a true
copy of the ordinance can be inspected or obtained.

#11-16, which have decreased due to normal usage and backwashing cycles; and
WHEREAS, maintaining proper anthracite depth is essential to ensure optimal filtration, regulatory
compliance, and the continued delivery of safe, high-quality drinking water; and
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WHEREAS, the Municipal Services Commission has reviewed and recommended approval of Scope of
Work #2 in an amount not to exceed $175,183.00, which is included in the FY2026 capital budget and is
in accordance with the City of Wyandotte’s procurement procedures for Professional Services; and
WHEREAS, funding for this project is provided by the Approved FY2026 Water Capital Filter Plant
Building Upgrades account, #592-000-970-000-2200WA,;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council concurs with the Municipal Services
Commission in approving the proposal from Utility Services Company, Inc. to perform the anthracite
addition to filters #11-16 for an amount not to exceed $175,183.00, as recommended by WMS
Management.
