Will Jones gave the prayer.

Agenda Item 4: Accept the Agenda
Pamela Huffaker made the motion to approve the agenda. Jeff Angle seconded the motion. A.I.F. Motion carried.

Agenda Item 5: Public Hearing
Mayor Kimmel opened the public hearing for Ordinance 2026-2 at 7:05 p.m. There were no public comments. The council discussed the ordinance. Will Jones made the motion to close the public hearing. Robert Johnson seconded the motion. A.I.F. Motion carried.

Agenda Item 6: Approve the Minutes
Will Jones moved to accept the minutes of the February 10, 2026 Council Meeting.  Pamela Huffaker seconded the motion.  A.I.F. Motion carried.

Agenda Item 7: Read and Approve the Bills
The City Clerk, Wendy Mullins, read the bills that need to be paid. Will Jones made the motion to approve the bills. Jeff Angle seconded the motion. Pamela Huffaker, aye, Will Jones, aye, Robert Johnson, aye. Jeff Angle, aye.  Motion carried.

Agenda Item 8: Mayor’s Proclamation
Mayor Kimmel proclaimed the week of April 11 – 17, 2026, as The Week of the Young Child in the City of Ririe.

Agenda Item 9: Unscheduled Delegations
There were no public comments.
Agenda Item 11: Planning & Zoning Update from Kurt Hibbert
A. Kurt informed the Council that the Planning and Zoning Commission had approved draft copies 
    for an Annexation Policy and a Tower Code and sent them to the City Council for their input 
   and/or approval. He also discussed the need for City services to be available to properties that lie 
   outside of City limits. 

B. Mayor Kimmel asked for a motion to amend the agenda to move item 12 C to 11 A so that Kurt 
    could be present to participate in the discussion.  Jeff Angle made the motion.  Will Jones 
    seconded the motion. A.I.F. Motion carried. 
    Kurt Hibbert and the council discussed the proposed Policy and Code.  They discussed potential 
    changes to the drafts.  It was agreed that Mayor Kimmel would amend the Annexation Policy 
    Draft and the proposed Tower Code to reflect the discussion and return them to the P&Z 
   Commission.  He will also forward copies to the City Council and place both items on the April 
   Council Agenda for further review and action.  

Agenda Item 10: Police Report
Sheriff Anderson reported that, from 01-31-2026 to 02-27-2026, there were 145 patrol hours, 33 complaints, 1 arrest, 0 DUIs, 9 citations and 58 traffic contacts. The Council thanked the Sheriff's Department for their service to the City. Sheriff Anderson informed the Council that there would be no increase in the cost of contracted services with his department for the next fiscal year.

B. Will Jones made the motion to read Ordinance 2026-2 by title only. Jeff Angle seconded the 
    motion. A.I.F. Motion carried.

A. City Attorney Cory Stegelmeier stated that he had talked to Mr. Bigelow about correcting the 
    recording of temporary deeds for 12 platted lots as specified in the Old Fairgrounds Development    
    Agreement. He reported that Mr. Bigelow was out of the country and that they would meet upon 
    his return.  He also stated that Mr. Bigelow had paid the last property taxes and would continue 
    to pay them as specified in the Old Fairgrounds Agreement.
B. Pamela Huffaker informed the Council that decorations to the back wall of the Veterans Hall had 
    been completed. She stated that the essay contest received 14 entries. She said that Mrs. Smith 
    had agreed to judge them.

Agenda Item 14: Maintenance Report
Jason Freeman stated that it has been a little slow this month. He informed the Council that the initial meeting with representatives of Maverik, Inc. to discuss an easement for the US-26B/ E. County Line Road Safety Project had taken place.

A.  Will Jones asked why the Ririe City Council was now in charge of special events like the 
     Annual Easter Egg Hunt and the Ririe Days Celebration. He stated that, historically, they 
     had been organized by other civic groups.  He recommended that the City return to that 
     practice.   
B.  Jeff Angle reported that he is working on composing a letter for the Ririe Days     
     Celebration. He is looking for volunteers to help organize the event. He also stated that 
     the Library is still in need of an additional Board Member.

D. Pamela Huffaker reported that she had attended the February Ririe School Board 
    Meeting. She discussed the proposed locations for a new elementary school and the need 
    for sidewalks. The District stated that construction of the new school is still a few years 
    away. She also informed the Council that the Central Fire District and the Ririe DYW 
    girls will be helping to fill Easter eggs on March 19th.  She reminded the Council that this 
    year’s Easter Egg Hunt will begin one hour earlier at 9:00 a.m.     

 Agenda Item 16: Executive Report
 Mayor Kimmel stated that he had attended the Bonneville County American250 event. He also met with Bonneville County Commissioner John Walker. They discussed the current AOI Agreement and growth throughout the county. Mayor Kimmel informed the Council that he has asked Kurt Hibbert to schedule a meeting with representatives from the DEQ to discuss ground water issues.  He recommended that each City Councilor visit the Association of Idaho Cities website and view the short training videos concerning City Council Meeting procedures.
