The pole at the dead end 
of Knollton is removed and Mr. Darring has been paid.  

John will arrange for the dumpsters to be in place on this 
day.

Bruce Ranger agreed to manage the town website. He will be volunteering his services. The town council 
will work with him on managing and posting information on the town website.  Bruce has received all 
minutes for 2019.  Minutes for the council meeting will be sent to Bruce as soon as possible after 
approval.

The council agreed to send welcome letter and the town directory to all new residents.  We currently 
have 97 families in Wynnedale.

The ditch at Knollton and Paula Lane was clean out by John Kincaid it is in the need of a beehive, Sue 
Rice will purchase and be reimbursed.
