E. Christian just wanted to remind everyone to be careful burning outside and about the 

blue address signs.  
 
D. Aungst stated that he has had 3 calls regarding no stop signs from the corner of Cliff 

and Fairview down until Lafayette Street.  He said that cars can get going pretty fast down the 
hill and that is the longest stretch of road in Avis without stop signs.  This has been referred to 
the street committee. 

 
M. Herman stated that the ball team is practicing and playing on the ballfield. 
 
A Brooks stated that there will not be vacation bible school this year.  She also mentioned 

that there are kids riding through the Borough on mini bikes with no helmets and not stopping at 
stop signs.
