0 HB 234 —requires ELECT to issue ID badges to Electoral Board members, civil penalty of
up to $1,000
o HB 773 wherein absentees will have an extended cure date to the Monday after the
election. It will be effective 9/1/2026.
o HB 774Provisional ballots cure process will be effective 9/1/2026
0 SB 438 Two Sunday voting days will be added to early voting. They will be the 2" and 3
Sunday prior to voting day. Effective date 7/1/2026.
e A FOIA request was made for all email correspondence having to do with the special election.
