5. VILLAGE MANAGER’S REPORT 31

 A written copy of the Village Manager’s Report was included in the Agenda. 33

Manager Marano provided a synopsis of the Village’s existing Freebee contract 35 

and reported that the contract expires on June 30, 2022. He reported ridership 36 

information and explained that ridership has risen since August 2021. He also 37 

reported that the vac truck would be coming to the March Regular Council 38 

Meeting for approval. Furthermore, he said that the Village has a list of 39 

locations for sidewalk repairs and that focus will occur on maintaining the 40 

inventory of sidewalks. He also explained that residents would see a 5% 41 

decrease in their insurance premiums as soon as the Village’s community 42 

rating system (CRS) goes from an 8 to a 7 rating. He explained the next steps 43 

for the CRS program. He concluded his oral report by explaining that a 44 

presentation will be performed at the February COW to modify the Park View 45 

site plan.   46

Councilmember Marsha Matson provided an explanation on the intent 40 

of the Resolution and urged the Council to support it.  41

Director Dionisio Torres answered questions raised by the Council 43 

regarding the removal of the western boundary of Palmetto Bay Park 44 

and reported that an approximately 30,000 square feet of parkland was 45 

lost.  46

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Councilmember Marsha Matson questioned the park amenities that 1 

were lost by Park Drive.  2

Director Fanny Carmona reported that a few exercises equipment had 4 

to be removed during the Park Drive project; however, those would be 5 

brought back to the park. She explained that the trail became the 6 

sidewalk and in the playground area, one swing set was removed – 7 

those items are in progress reinstatement during the current fiscal year.  8 

 9 

Additional discussion ensued between Council and staff regarding the 10 

amenities that could be brought back to the park, including the blockage 11 

of the street. 12

Attorney Dellagloria reported that an amendment would be required for 14 

direction.  15

Councilmember Marsha Matson urged the Council to not vote in favor 17 

of completing the street.  18

Lieutenant Antonio Rodriguez provided an explanation on the 24 

reconfiguration of the prior equipment and reported that the purchase of 25 

the automatic license plate recognition and radar speed trailers will 26 

assist the Village Policing Unit with enforcement, investigations, and the 27 

ability to monitor targeted areas within the village. He explained that in 28 

addition to what the Village already has, piggybacking with the county’s 29 

current contract, the more licenses you have and more cameras you 30 

purchased, the lower the rate is in total. He answered questions raised 31 

by the Council on the license plate readers. 32

Councilmember Marsha Matson spoke in opposition to spending ARPA 34 

funds on the purchase of the equipment and questioned the percentage 35 

of the decline in COVID infections.  36

Major Mari Guerra reported that when staff is out due to COVID, a 38 

shortage issue is derived in the Policing Unit.  39

Following Council discussion on the Resolution, the Resolution 41
